It was home to famous shops like Kong 
Fengchun's fragrant powder shop, Mi Dachang's tobacco 
shop, Wanlong's ham shop, and Zhang Yunsheng's hat 
shop. Today, it's known for traditional snack stalls, making it 
a great place to experience Hangzhou's history and enjoy 
local snacks.

 HANGZHOU - XIANJU - TAIZHOU
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• ShenXianju - Legend says it's where immortals live, known 

as "Yanxia, the First City" during the Qing Dynasty for its 
fairyland beauty with misty mountains and stunning scenery. 
Explore secluded valleys, mystical pools, and unique peaks 
with cascading waterfalls creating an enchanting 
atmosphere. Enjoy a leisurely stroll on Ruyi Bridge with a 
cable car ride included.

• Ziyang Street - Linhai's historic heart since the Tang 
Dynasty, this 1080-meter street preserves ancient Tang and 
Song dynasty layouts with wooden buildings and black-tiled 
roofs, offering a glimpse into the past.

• Linhai Great Wall - Stretching over 6000 meters and still 
standing strong, this city wall winds through rugged terrain 
like a majestic dragon, earning it the nickname "Jiangnan 
Badaling" for its impressive grandeur.

  TAIZHOU  - HENGDIAN
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• New Hengdian Studios - The largest and most 

concentrated film and television base in the world, a national 
5A-level tourist attraction, and the largest film and television 
tourism theme park group in China. Zhejiang Hengdian Film 
Studios Co., Ltd. is affiliated with Hengdian Group, a 
super-large private enterprise in China. It started 
construction with the filming of "The Opium War" in 1996, 
beginning with Guangzhou Street. It has since completed 
more than twenty film and television shooting bases 
(attractions).

 HENGDIAN - WANGXIANGU - SHANGNAO 
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• Wangxiangu - Is a national 4A-level scenic area nestled at 

the base of the Seventy-two Peaks of Lingshan Mountain 
Range. This tranquil valley boasts lively streams, pebble 
waterfalls, and traditional Jiangxi architecture like rammed 
earth walls and black-tiled houses. Visitors can explore pine 
forests, bamboo groves, and Gan family street markets, 
immersing themselves in Gan culture, ancient agriculture, 
local cuisine, and a leisurely lifestyle. It's perfect for leisure 
vacations and educational trips.

 SHANGNAO - WUYUAN    
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• Wunv Island -  A modern Huizhou cultural hub, Wunv Island 

is inspired by the legend of Wunv Flying to the Sky. It offers 
real-life performances, family activities, cultural sites, hotels, 
dining, and shopping.

• Wuyuan Ink Painting Riverside Scenic Area - With a 
920-year history, this area reflects the beauty of ancient 
trees, low houses, and picturesque sunsets, as described in 
a poetic ancient verse.
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• Baoyu Pagoda - A seven-floor landmark on Wunv Island, 
Baoyu Pagoda features traditional construction and offers a 
panoramic view of the park, including a captivating light 
show.

 WUYUAN -  HUANGLING - TAIHU  
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• Huangling - Located on the eastern line of Wuyuan, 

Huangling is a typical mountain village where local villagers 
have had the custom of drying crops on bamboo racks since 
ancient times. During the harvest season, under the sunlight, 
hundreds of scattered Hui-style houses and the colourful 
harvest produce on the drying racks create a splendid 
"autumn drying" landscape, attracting many photographers 
to come here for shooting and creation. However, it's 
generally recommended to take the cable car, as riding in 
the cable car allows you to overlook the terraced fields of 
Huangling below, with interwoven shades of yellow and 
green, providing a fantastic feeling. (Cable car included)

• Dragon Dream Park, the Pearl of TaiHu -  With an area 
approximately four times that of Shanghai Disneyland, it's a 
world reminiscent of "Spirited Away." During the day, you'll 
see the magnificent ancient town of Lake Tai, and at night, 
you can enjoy the magnificent fireworks and the "Beautiful 
Lake Tai" show.

 TAIHU - SHANGHAI    
 Breakfast | Lunch | Dinner
• Shanghai Songjiang Film and Television Park - The 

Shanghai Film and Television Park features old Shanghai 
architecture and recreates the atmosphere of 1930s 
Shanghai. Many works such as "Deep Love and Rain" and 
"Lust, Caution" were filmed here, so you might even 
encounter a favourite production crew when you visit. Riding 
on the tram or in a vintage car, you'll shuttle through the old 
buildings, feeling as if time is flowing backwards.

• Yu Garden, Shanghai - Located in the northeast part of the 
Yu Garden Tourist and Commercial Area in Shanghai, 
adjacent to the Shanghai City God Temple and the Yu 
Garden Tourist Mall, it's a well-known classical garden in 
southern China and a famous historical site at home and 
abroad.
