- Hanging Monastery - Located between the cliffs of the
Cuilong Peak in the Hengshan Mountain, it was built during
the Northern Wei Dynasty and has a history of over 1,500
years. It is one of the earliest and best-preserved high-
altitude wooden cliff constructions in the country. The entire
monastery is perched on steep cliffs, ingeniously built using
the natural contours, creating a harmonious and intricate
layout. (Includes climbing)

DATONG - MOUNT WUTAI

- Yungang Grottoes - Originally known as Lingyan Temple
or Stone Buddha Temple, located 17 kilometers southwest
of Datong City, at the southern foot of Wuzhou Mountain.
It is one of China's famous grotto complexes. Carving took
approximately 150 years and spanned various dynasties.

-+ Yingxian Wooden Pagoda - Officially named the Shakyamuni
Pagoda of Foguang Temple, it is the tallest and oldest
wooden pagoda in existence and the only wooden structure
of its kind. It is known as one of the “Three Great Towers of
the World," alongside the Leaning Tower of Pisa and the Eiffel
Tower in Paris.

MOUNT WUTAI - PINGYAO

- Mount Wutai - The five peaks resemble platforms and
are surrounded by beautiful scenery, making it a famous
summer retreat. Additionally, it is the sacred site of Manjushri
Bodhisattva, with numerous temples, and is ranked as the
top among China's Four Sacred Buddhist Mountains.

- Main attractions include: Bodhisattva Peak (108 steps),
Xiantong Temple, Wanfo Pavilion, and Shuxiang Temple.

- Pingyao Ancient City - The best-preserved example of
an ancient county town from the Ming and Qing dynasties
in China. With a history of over 2,700 years, it is a national
historical and cultural city and a UNESCO World Heritage
site. (Includes electric car tour)

- Rishengchang Draft Bank - Known as the “ancestor of
modern banks in China," it is the site of the “"Huitong Tianxia”
old bank.

- Pingyao Ancient County Office - Here you can see a large

collection of ancient documents and torture devices, and

there are daily performances of court sessions.

Ancient City Wall - One of the highlights of the ancient city,

it is not only grand but also remarkably well-preserved.

Climbing the wall offers a panoramic view of the ancient city.

PINGYAO - LINGSHI - TAIYUAN

+ Wang Family Courtyard - Built by the Wang family over 300
years during the Ming and Qing dynasties, although it may
not be as famous as the Qiao Family Courtyard, its scale
and grandeur are unmatched among Shanxi merchants'
residences. Visitors often exclaim that it resembles a city
rather than just a “courtyard.” It is famously said that “one
should not look at other courtyards upon returning from the
Wang family.”

+ Zhangbi Ancient Castle - Established during the Later Zhao
period of the Sixteen Kingdoms, it has a history of over
1,600 years and is a well-preserved ancient military and
administrative defense village. It is recognized as a national
characteristic scenic tourism village and is one of Shanxi's
“Top Ten Charming Towns."

- Taiyuan Ancient County Town - Preserving the ancient
architectural style of Jinyang, it resembles a phoenix
facing north with its tail pointing south, historically known
as “Phoenix City," and is a continuation of the 2,500-year
cultural legacy of Jinyang.

+ Jinci Temple - Located 25 kilometers southwest of Taiyuan
at the foot of Mount Xuanweng, it was built to commemorate
the founder of the Jin State, Duke Tang of the Jin. It is said,
‘If you haven't been to Jinci, you have wasted your trip to
Taiyuan.”

+ China Coal Museum - A national collection center for
historical artifacts, specimens, literature, and data related
to the coal industry. Discover how coal, which is closely
related to our daily lives, is formed and mined from deep
underground. (Includes 4D dynamic movie + simulated
mine experience)

+ Liuxiang Food Street - A historic and bustling commercial
street in Taiyuan, with over 300 years of business history.

+ Zhonglou Street - A famous snack street in Taiyuan, known
for its unique decor and design. It is a comprehensive food
street for eating, drinking, and entertainment.
