The giant gorge,
bordered by 100-meter-high cliffs formed by the erosion
of tuff, stretches for 24 kilometres and forms the centre of
Daisetsu-zan National Park.

- Ryusei-no-taki Falls (Shooting Star Falls) and Ginga-no-taki
Falls (Milky Way Falls) - The gorge has lots of waterfalls, one
spectacular view that are worth seeing.

- Kitakitsune Fox Farm - Also known as Hokkaido Fox Village,
about 50 cuddly ezo red foxes live and play here.

- lcebreaker Cruise - Embark on the cruise (subject to weather
conditions) on the Okhotsk Sea, see the Siberian drift ice.
