Meals on Board | Dim Sum Lunch

entertainment district in 1632, commissioned by Francis 
Russell, the 4th Earl of Bedford. The architect, Inigo Jones, 
was heavily influenced by Italian piazzas and created the 
elegant shopping arcades that Covent Garden is now 
famous for.

•	 London’s Chinatown - Known for its authentic Chinese 
cuisine, cultural events, colorful decorations. Enjoy dim sum 
for lunch.

•	 London - The vibrant capital of England. City tour includes 
view to Tower of London, Buckingham Palace, Big Ben, St. 
Paul’s Cathedral, and London Bridge.
