DAY 02

ROME - CASERTA – POMPEII - CAMPANIA REGION
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 Caserta - Visit the Royal Palace (Entrance included) A 

former royal residence in Southern Italy, constructed for the 
Bourbon kings of Naples. It is one of the palaces erected 
In Europe during the 18th century. In 1997, the Palace was 
designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

•	 Pompeii - Explore UNESCO listed archaeological site with 
your guide. Hear how Pompeii lay buried under volcanic ash 
for centuries following Mt. Vesuvius’ 79 BC eruption, and 
explore the impressive Roman ruins.

DAY 03

CAMPANIA REGION - ALBEROBELLO - CALABRIA 
REGION
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 Alberobello - View Puglia’s finest and largest concentration 

of Trulli-White cone-roofed houses. In 1996, this place was 
declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Today, they are 
home to souvenir shops and restaurants.

CALABRIA REGION - MT. ETNA - PALERMO
Breakfast | Lunch
•	 Board a ferry to Sicily. 
•	 Mt. Etna - Highest and most active volcano in Europe (3350 

meters). We will take the cableway to Terminal Funiva. 
(2500m) (subject to opening hours)

DAY 05

PALERMO - AGRIGENTO
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 Palermo - Visit the famous Cathedral of Palermo and city 

tour where you will see the splendid villas, ancient rupestrian 
churches, Norman residences and noble palaces.

DAY 06

AGRIGENTO - SICILIA OUTLET VILLAGE - CATANIA
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 Agrigento - The Valley of temples, well preserved city of the 

ancient Mediterranean with 7 Doric temples, making it one of 
the most notable sights of Greek art and culture. 

•	 Sicilia Outlet Village - Over 140 shops with top Italian & 
International brands offering up to 70% discount.

DAY 07

CATANIA - TAORMINA – NOTO – POZZALLO
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 Taormina - Posh Sicilian resort town, home to the largest 

Greek Theatre in Sicily. Hosted the G7 Summit in 2017. Here, 
you will find a lot of exquisite shops where you will find 
something to buy.

•	 Noto - Famous for its Sicilian Baroque style architecture. 
Noto was destroyed by earthquake in 1693.

POZZALLO - (FERRY TO MALTA) - LA VALLETTA
Breakfast | Dinner
•	 La Valleta - Start the journey at City Gate and Triton 

Fountain, where the contemporary entrance to this historic 
city can be appreciated. A stroll along Republic Street 
allows for immersion in the vibrant atmosphere of the 
main thoroughfare. A visit to St. John’s Co-Cathedral is 
essential, known for its breathtakingly lavish interior and the 
remarkable Caravaggio artwork. Next, the Grandmaster’s

•	 degree views and exploration of its cathedral, historic 
streets, and museums reveals a deep historical narrative. 
Next, head to Dwejra Bay to experience the iconic Blue Hole, 
the tranquil Inland Sea lagoon, and the dramatic cliffs that 
showcase nature’s power.
